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Racial and ethnic diversity is a defining feature of New Mexico’s social landscape. In
the Census 2000 New Mexico and California were the only two states in which no single,
major racial/ethnic group comprises a majority of the state’s population. New Mexico
continues to have the largest concentration (42%) of Hispanics among the states and
the second largest concentration (9.5%) of persons who identify only as American Indian
or Alaskan Native among the states. New Mexico, along with Hawaii and, more
recently, California are the only states in which Anglos comprise less than 50% of the
total population.

Education Availability
New Mexico offers abundant opportunities in higher education. The state’s three
largest colleges offer excellence in both research and academia.

Over 30,000 students attend University of New Mexico’s (UNM) main and branch
campuses. UNM boasts an outstanding faculty that includes a Nobel Laureate, a
MacArthur Fellow and several members of the national academies. The college offers
88 certificates, 97 associate degrees, 145 bachelor’s degrees, 83 master’s degrees, 42
doctoral degrees, and three professional degrees.

New Mexico State University (NMSU) is ranked by the Carnegie Foundation in the top
research category, Research-Extensive. Eighty-four percent of the full-time faculty
hold earned doctoral degrees and the faculty-student ratio is 1 to 19. NMSU offers 73
bachelor’s degrees, 51 master’s degrees and 24 doctoral degrees.

New Mexico Tech is also an outstanding research institution, specializing in the areas of
science, engineering and related fields. It is a world leader in many areas of research
including hydrology, astrophysics, atmospheric physics, geophysics, homeland security,
information technology, geosciences, energetic materials engineering, and petroleum
recovery.
